Business development mission to Taiwan
10-14 March 2008

Developing a profitable business in Taiwan:
As part of its support for UK companies in the development of trade links with Asia Pacific technology companies, UK Trade & Investment (UKTI) is planning an IC and Electronics Design mission to Taiwan.  

This is an opportunity for UK companies to meet Taiwanese companies requiring advanced technologies and solutions in fabless semiconductor and electronics design, notably for emerging embedded applications, including digital consumer electronics, automotive, wireless/ubiquitous computing and automation.  This will be an action-packed visit of business meetings, networking and cultural immersion organised by our commercial Team in Taiwan and managed within the UK by UKTI Sectors Group.  

Companies with an interest in electronics (testing, SoC, semiconductor IP licensing, EDA tool software, new materials and value-added services for semiconductor businesses) are invited to participate in the visit, which will be tailored to meet the needs of those attending.  There will be an opportunity for those with local staff, agents, distributors or those with existing commercial relationships to include their own meetings in their itinerary.
We expect that companies new to the market will develop awareness of the social and economic environment, establish new contacts for their future trading relationship with the country and begin to build the relationships important for success in Taiwan. Those companies who have experienced business in Taiwan will find it useful to obtain an update on the latest trends, build their contacts within Taiwan, and follow up on previously developed business opportunities.

Market Dynamics:

Taiwan plays an important role in the global semiconductor market. Since the establishment of the Electronics and Research Service Organisation of the Industrial Technology Research Institute (ERSO/ITRI) in the early 1970's and its successive spin off's of UMC and TMSC in the 1980's, the semiconductor industry in Taiwan has grown from strength to strength. 

Currently the Taiwan Semiconductor Industry Association represents over 60% of worldwide IC foundry/package/testing revenue, around 25% of worldwide design revenue and around 25% of DRAM revenue. In 2006 the Taiwanese semiconductor market grew by 24.6%, outpacing the worldwide average of 8.9%.  
IC product revenue reached over $10 billion in 2006 and increase of 30.7% over the previous year. Memory products comprise 52.2% of revenue. Application areas cover a wide spectrum with information applications making up the largest single category at ~60%. Consumer applications comprise ~28% and communications IC’s account for 12%.

By 2007 the Taiwan semiconductor industry consisted of companies across the whole IC supply chain:
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Overview of the support provided:

· Cost: The cost of joining the mission is £225 incl. VAT
· Business Development: The British Trade and Cultural Office (BTCO) in Taipei will circulate your company information and technology/product/services you would like to sell in Taiwan to several hundred of their existing contacts in the electronics and semiconductor industry to encourage them to book business meetings with you online. We will aim to book a minimum of 5 meetings, subject to demand.
An extended business meeting arrangement programme is available for an additional charge of £450 incl. VAT.
· Showcase: The aim will be to give companies the opportunity to speak to an audience of invited professionals in B2B meetings, so that you can showcase skills and build or enhance your network of potential partners. In addition, we are being supported by inward investment groups and industry associations, all of whom will invite their own members or stakeholders to meet participants. Past events have attracted a high quality audience and there is always interest in Taiwan in external trends.
· Networking Reception: The BTCO in Taipei will host B2B and network seminar respectively on behalf of the mission members, where companies can further increase their business contacts. Companies may also nominate customers or potential customers and partners or potential partner companies for invitation to these receptions.
· Publicity: A brochure will be prepared in English and circulated throughout the target market semiconductor and electronics sectors and trade press in advance of the mission's arrival in the country. In the past, the BTCO has released press information, held press conferences and organised one-on-one interviews with local journalists (although this cannot always be guaranteed).

· Travel and accommodation: Mission members should make their own flight arrangements to and from Taiwan, hotels will be block booked to reduce cost.
